Abstract As a pioneering scholar in the history of Chinese family sociology, Francis L. K. Hsu's family
research has not received enough attention from the academic community. His West Town Survey started
from the individual psychology, trying to fully interpret the “family culture” in Chinese rural society, and
further reflects on the potential limitations of this culture through the field experience. The family has al—
ways been an important intermediary link connecting the individual and the social culture. His research
which combines personality psychology with an overall cultural proposition is also of great inspiration to the
current rural society research. Based on the field survey experience about “the family”, Francis L. K.

Hsu not only analyzes the “authority and competition” in Chinese rural society, but also reflects the “fa—
ther—son identification” which is the core value of the “family” and the rural society. And He further ex—
plores the internal mechanism of China’s social mobility and the personality basis of the social change.
