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Disidentification and Disregionalization: the Double Integration

Abstract; In the past 60 years,social security system in China has transformed from the State — Unit sys-
tem to the State — Society one,in which process the coverage of social security has expanded, the social security
program has improved steadily, but has led to the fragmentation as well.
