Understanding the Campaign-Style Governance: Public Policy Practice with Chinese Characteristics

A top-down campaign-siyle governance ( special management actions of government to address serious prob—
lems) model is often adopted by contemporary Chinese governments at various levels especially when facing some
unexpected challenges as a result of economic growth and social change. This kind of mode underlines the signifi—
cance of joint-participation in different governmental departments with the characters of Chinese indigenization.
The paper firstly analyzed the historical evolution and connotation of campaign-style governance model and then

concluded and shed new light on its operation mechanism and features based on previous practice of campaign—

style governance since the 1990s ( for example: tradition of Chinese management culture CPC’s strategy of mobi—
lization experience of catch-up strategy of developing—countries ) . Due to the above explorations the author re—
veals the essence of governance timing movement participating and impelling-binding during the practice. Fi-
nally the paper pointed out the reasons of authorities prefer campaign-style governance model are its internal
management advantages realization of government’s self-satisfaction and political efficacy of matrix management
structures. However due to the conflicting expectations and values in public policy choice between public ad—
ministrators and citizens some disadvantages of campaign-style governance exist in institutional building diversi—
ty of governance model etc. In order to successfully improve such a governance model the establishment of sci—

entific mechanisms for normal modern state governance is top priority.

The Urgency and Importance of Strengthening Research on the First Sino-Japanese War from the Per-
